1. The ASEAN-India Framework Agreement seeks to strengthen and enhance economic cooperation through the progressive elimination of tariffs and non-tariff barriers in substantially all trade in goods, the progressive liberalization of trade in services with substantial sectoral coverage and the establishment of a liberal and competitive investment regime that facilitates and promotes investment within the ASEAN-India Free Trade Area.
2. The ASEAN-India Trade in Goods (TIG) Agreement  was signed at the 7th AEM-India Consultations in Bangkok, Thailand on 13 August 2009.  The TIG Agreement forms the first substantive pillar of the ASEAN-India Free Trade Area (AIFTA) arising from the ASEAN‑India Framework Agreement (FA) on Comprehensive Economic Cooperation signed in 2003.  Under the TIG, an ASEAN-India Free Trade Area would be realised with Brunei, Indonesia, Malaysia, Singapore, Thailand and India by 2013 and with the remaining ASEAN countries by 2018.
