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The following communication, dated 20 November 2002, has been received from the Permanent Mission of India.

Please refer to the core policy issues referred to the General Council by the Chairman CRO, as contained in document No. G/RO/52 dated 15th July 2002.  In the context of issue of fish taken from the sea in the Exclusive Economic Zone, referred to in Appendix 1, Definition 2(i), Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Colombia, Chile, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Honduras, India, Pakistan, Philippines and Uruguay have agreed upon the following common text: 

(i)
Products of sea-fishing and other products taken within the territorial sea and/or exclusive economic zone of a coastal state, are considered to be wholly obtained in that coastal state. 

(ii)
Goods obtained or produced on board a factory ship, within the territorial sea and/or exclusive economic zone of a coastal state, are considered to be wholly obtained in that coastal state provided that these goods are manufactured from products referred to in subparagraph (i) originating in the same coastal state.
