1. Following the analysis outlined in JOB(06)/63, representatives of Australia, Brazil, Canada, 
China, the European Communities, Egypt, India, Japan, Kenya, Malaysia, Norway and the United 
States have now undertaken a data simulation exercise on various reduction options for the Total 
AMS and the Base for the Overall Commitments, using information provided by Australia, Canada 
and Norway.  This effort was based on assumptions and indicators agreed by these Members for 
purposes of this statistical exercise alone.  It was undertaken without prejudice to the positions of the 
Members involved.  These Members would now like to share the results of this simulation exercise, 
including the data, assumptions and results, with the WTO Membership as a whole. 
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27 April 2006 
 
 

Outline for  a simulation of agr iculture domestic suppor t 
 
This statistical exercise does not prejudge any Members' negotiating positions and all proposals 
remain on the table.  The variables utilized as well as the numbers generated are hypothetical.  The 
numbers are subject to revision by the Members who submitted them if needed to correct errors and to 
update estimates. 
 
Members agreed that data as specified below will be provided to Canada.  Once the simulations have 
been done, the resulting file of outputs and data will be provided to other SOM participants.  
Simulations will be made on the basis of agreed assumptions, with a limited number of parameters for 
practical purposes. 
 
Participants reaffirm their commitment to the Doha Mandate, to the July Framework and to the 
Hong Kong Declaration in undertaking this exercise. 
 
Date for Data Submissions: May 1 (stage 1)  
Date for Simulation Results:  May 8  
 
Assumptions for  Domestic Suppor t Simulations 
 
1. Members 
 In a first stage, examine the Members falling into the top two tiers for the Overall reduction 

and Total AMS reduction, i.e., the EC, US and Japan.  Due to time pressures to complete this 
analysis as quickly as possible, it would focus on these three Members as an initial step with 
other participants to follow shortly after.

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3. Data Needs 
 

·  1995 to 2004, and additional years if possible.  Draw from notifications and document series 
TN/AG/S/*  to the extent possible.   

 
·  The Members concerned would need to provide annual data for the years after their last 

notification at least up through 2004, and additional years if possible.  
 

·  Value of production information for all products and for the sector as a whole annually from 
1995–2004 (or 2005).   

 
·  Information available from notifications and document series TN/AG/S/* , including annual 

Current Total AMS, the total of product specific AMS support below the de minimis level, 
non-product specific AMS support below the de minimis level, and Blue Box payments. 

 
4. Steps 
 
Step 1)  Calculate reduced Overall and Total AMS commitments:  4 simulations (A, B, C, D) for cuts 
on 2 Overall bases (established under Option 1 and Option 2).  This gives the Overall commitment 
and the new Total AMS commitment, after full implementation, under each Option, for each Member. 
 
Step 2)  Calculate the individual components.  This would be done for each of set of reductions 
(Simulation A, B, C and D).  These Simulations differ in how much they reduce the Total AMS 
commitment, which is one of the components.  The de minimis allowances and blue box cap are 
similarly calculated based on the assumed parameters set out in Section 2 above (Table 2, cols 1, 2, 
and 3). 
 
This gives, for each Member, a Total AMS commitment from 4 sets of reductions (Simulation A, B, C, 
and D), de minimis allowances from three assumptions of the reduction in the de minimis percentage 
(80%, 50%, and de minimis cuts treated as a residual), and blue box caps from four assumptions of 
blue box percentage.

This table would set out the combinations resulting from the fixed reductions in the de minimis percentage.  Since the third 
de minimis option calculates the de minimis percentage reduction as a residual in relation to the overall reduction, and the 
Total AMS commitment and blue box limit, it is not possible to present the results in this kind of table.  An alternative 
approach to presenting the results from this set of options will be developed.   
Col. (2)  The non-product-specific de minimis allowance is based on the whole sector's current value of production.  This 
figure is repeated to obtain the sum of product-specific de minimis allowances. 
Col. (3) recall that this is the cap on blue in the future, which is not necessarily the blue component used to establish the 
Overall base. 
Col. (4)  The sum of components is calculated as the sum of the Total AMS, plus two times the de minimis allowances for 
the entire sector (to represent the product-specific de minimis allowance and the non-product-specific de minimis allowance), 
and the blue box cap.  However, this provides a total sum in excess of  what could actually be used in practice, as a Member 
cannot simultaneously use both its Total AMS commitment and the product specific de minimis allowance for all products in 
its agricultural sector. 
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Step 4)  For each combination of assumptions, calculate the maximum support level.  (See note to 
col. 4 in Table 2). 
 
Step 5)  Calculate the caps on product-specific AMSs that would apply under two assumptions: 
average of product-specific AMSs applied in 1995-2000, and average of product-specific AMSs 
applied in 1999-2001.  Note:  this calculation is separate from Steps 1, 2, 3, and 4. 
 
5. Presentation of results 
 
For each Member, compare final commitments and constraints against actual support, as follows: 
(i) Present Overall commitment and Total AMS commitment under each of the four simulations. 
(ii) Present the sum of components under the assumptions about Total AMS reductions, de minimis 

percentages, and blue box caps (col. 4 in Table 2). 
(iii) Present the larger of the Member's Overall commitment and sum of components, under the 

assumptions about Total AMS reductions, de minimis percentages, and blue box caps. 
(iv) Present the reduction in the de minimis percentage required to meet the options for the Overall 

Reduction, assuming that support under the Total AMS commitment and Blue Box cap is 
maximized. 

(v) Present the percentage reduction from Overall base that is needed to constrain Overall support 
as much as does the sum of the components. 

(vi) Present the Overall commitment, the Total AMS commitment, and the sum of the components 
in a comparison with actual support provided in each year up to 2004 or 2005 (Current Overall 
and Current Total AMS). 

(vii) Present the caps on product-specific AMSs, based on 1995-2000 and on 1999-2001. 
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Assumptions for  Domestic Suppor t Simulations – 2nd Tranche 
 
In order to complete the 2nd tranche of analysis of the agriculture domestic support simulations, 
several further assumptions and parameters need to be defined.  The 2nd tranche is comprised of 
Australia, Canada and Norway (with Brazil to follow). 
 
Based on the outline dated 27 April 2006, the following adjustments are proposed, bearing in mind 
that this statistical exercise does not prejudge any Members' negotiating positions and all proposals 
remain on the table: 
 
Establish Overall Base (2 Options for base period: 1995-2000 and 1999-2001) 
Blue Box Base – actual blue payments in a recent representative period will be used for Norway (as 
for the EU-15)
