The Preferential Trade Agreement between Chile and India is the first step in the promotion of economic cooperation between both countries and its objective is to promote through the expansion of trade the harmonious development of the economic relations between both countries and provide fair conditions of competition for their bilateral trade.  The Agreement envisages preferential tariff access for 296 Indian products and 178 Chilean products, and sets disciplines to strengthen bilateral cooperation in the field of standards, technical regulations and conformity assessment as well as Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures, Customs Valuation, and Dispute Settlement procedures, among others.
